 Along the way, visit key stops like Namika La Pass (12,198
ft), Fotu La Pass (13,479 ft), Lamayuru Monastery, to enjoy
the scenic high-altitude viewpoints, Sangam, the

confluence of the Indus and Zanskar rivers, optional stop
at the Magnetic Hill.

e Later, visit the Gurudwara Pathar Sahib.

e End the day at Shanti Stupa (if time permits) for sunset
views before checking into the Leh hotel for dinner.

e Depart Leh via Khardung La Pass (18,380 ft), one of the
highest motorable roads in the world.

e Stop enroute for photos and to enjoy the Himalayan
vistas.

o | ater, explore the Diskit Monastery, the largest and oldest
monastery in Ladakh, famous for the 100-foot Maitreya
Buddha.

e Explore Hunder Sand Dunes. Go for double-humped camel
rides (optional), ATV rides and other adventure activities
(optional).

e Check in at Nubra campsite, enjoy dinner, and relax under
a starlit sky.

HIGHLIGHTS: KHARDUNG LA PASS, DISKIT MONASTERY, HUNDER SAND
DUNES, NUBRA VALLEY.

cottages.

points (3 Idiots & Jab Tak Hai Jaan), watch the sunset, and
enjoy stargazing.

 Dinner at the cottage.

DAY 6

PANGONG LAKE — HANLE | OVERNIGHT
STAY IN HANLE

e Depart Pangong Lake and travel through high-altitude
villages: Chushul, Tsaga, and Loma.

e Stop at the Rezang La War Memorial, honouring soldiers of
the 1962 Indo-China Warr.

e Explore parts of the Old Silk Route en route.

e Arrive at Hanle (approx. 15,000 ft), check into the cottage,
have dinner, and rest for acclimatisation.

HIGHLIGHTS: REZANG LA WAR MEMORIAL, OLD SILK ROUTE AND HANLE
VILLAGE.

NOTE: HANLE IS EXTREMELY REMOTE WITH MINIMAL CONNECTIVITY.




DAY 7

HANLE — UMLING LA / MIG LA
EXCURSION | OVERNIGHT STAY IN
HANLE

o After breakfast, head out for an adventurous ride to
Umling La (19,040 ft) (the highest motorable road before
Mig La) or Mig La Pass (19,400 ft), the world's highest
motorable road.

e Ascend through barren, high-altitude terrain to reach one
of the highest motorable roads in the world.

e Spend time at the summit capturing photographs and
enjoying the sense of achievement.

e Return to Hanle and enjoy the evening stargazing under
crystal-clear skies.

e Dinner and overnight stay in Hanle.

UMLING LA PASS, ANOTHER ICONIC HIGH-ALTITUDE LOCATION.

THE DECISION WILL BE MADE BY THE TOUR LEADER TO ENSURE GUEST
SAFETY AND THE BEST EXPERIENCE. DUE TO EXTREME ALTITUDE, AVOID
OVEREXERTION, WALK SLOWLY AND STAY HYDRATED. KEEP EXTRA WARM
LAYERS, AS TEMPERATURES CAN DROP SHARPLY, ESPECIALLY NEAR THE
PASS. NETWORK CONNECTIVITY MAY BE UNAVAILABLE THROUGHOUT THE
DAY.



DAY 8

HANLE — TSO MORIRI | OVERNIGHT
STAY AT TSO MORIRI

e Breakfast and check out from Hanle

e Drive towards Tso Moriri Lake via the Changthang region

e Enjoy vast Ilandscapes, nomadic settlements, and
mountain views en route

o Arrive at Tso Moriri Lake (altitude: 4,522 meters) and soak
In its serene beauty

e Leisure time near the lake.

e Dinner and overnight stay in Tso Moriri.

HIGHLIGHTS: TSO MORIRI LAKE, HIGH-ALTITUDE WETLANDS.

NOTE: FACILITIES AND POWER SUPPLY ARE LIMITED.

Lake.

 Navigate through More Plains (40 km stretch of straight
road), cross Pang and stopover for lunch,

e Cross Nakee La (15,547 feet), Lachung La (16,600 feet)
and Gata Loops, 21 hairpin bends.

e Arrival in Sarchu followed by a dinner and overnight stay at
the campsite.

HIGHLIGHTS: PUGA VALLEY, TSO KAR, GATA LOOPS, MORE PLAINS.

NOTE: BIKERS WILL HAND OVER THEIR MOTORCYCLES AT SARCHU.

e Carry 25,000 in cash (ATMs available only in Manali/Leh)
e Bikers: Carry 210,000, as 25,000 is required as a security
deposit per bike

e A 450cc bike Is also available at an additional cost of

INR 5,000/- needs to be submitted as security for the bike
before the start of the trip. Any damage to the bike,
except engine damage, has to be borne directly by the
client.

Biking option is available from 30 April onwards, since it's
not safe to ride on the mountain passes during the Aprill
month because of Black-ice formation

All the riders are required to wear a riding jacket at all the
times they are riding the bike, else won't be permitted to
ride the bike.

Numerous factors such as weather, road conditions, the
physical ability of participants etc. May cause itinerary
change. We reserve the rights to change any schedule in
the interest of safety, comfort and general wellbeing.

The age limit of our group departures is 16 to 45 years
due to the power packed itineraries that we provide to our
travellers. We can customise trips for travellers beyond
the mentioned age bracket as a private trip.
