e If using a Voter ID, it must be the original issued by a
government

e Please carry your 04 (four) copies of Passport size photo and
ID proof (Voter ID card / Passport) for permission to visit
Bhutan. In this connection please note that Aadhaar Card for
iIdentity purpose is not accepted in Bhutan.
