e Cable Car to Mother of Georgia — Take a scenic ride to the
iconic statue symbolizing hospitality and strength.

e Shardeni Street — A lively street filled with charming cafés,
art galleries, and vibrant nightlife.

 Narikala Fortress — A medieval fortress offering breathtaking
city views, perfect for history lovers.

e Sulfur Baths & Waterfall - Famous for their naturally warm,
healing waters, and a hidden waterfall nearby.

e Mtatsminda Park — An amusement park atop Mtatsminda
Mountain, featuring thrilling rides, a Ferris wheel, and
stunning views of Thilisi.

* In the afternoon, drive to The Chronicles of Georgia, also
known as the Georgian Stonehenge — a monumental site
showcasing the country's kings, history, and Christian
heritage, with panoramic views of the Tbilisi Sea.

Stop at the Friendship Monument, a Soviet-era viewpoint
with breathtaking Caucasus mountain views

famous for skiing, snowboarding, and heli-skiing (available
December to April)

Drive to Kazbegi and visit the Gergeti Trinity Church, a
14th-century monastery perched beneath Mount Kazbek -
one of Georgia's most iconic landmarks
