Meghalaya is also famed for its exquisite
craftsmanship, with intricate wood carvings and
weaving from the Khasi and Jaintia districts. Top
attractions include Dawki Lake, Umiam Lake, the
Double Decker Living Root Bridge, Elephant Falls, and
Cherrapunji, known for its natural beauty and heavy
rainfall.

Trek
back to Tyrna Village, completing a total of 3300 steps
one way and 6600 steps for the entire trek.

e Arrive at Cherrapunji and check in for your overnight stay.
