Bridge.

e Later, visit the astonishing Double Decker Bridge. Trek
back to Tyrna Village, completing a total of 3300 steps
one way and 6600 steps for the entire trek.

o After the trek, continue your journey to Cherrapuniji.

e Arrive at Cherrapunji and check in for your overnight stay.

e Refresh and unwind in Cherrapuniji .
